Report on Road Safety Club Activities 

The Road Safety Club of GC Seraj Lambathach is committed to spreading awareness and educating 

students about the importance of road safety. Through a series of competitions and events, the 

club aims to instill responsible behavior among students, encourage creativity, and enhance their 

understanding of traffic rules and regulations. The following report outlines the activities and 

competitions conducted as part of the road safety initiative at GC Seraj for the session 2024-25. 

The Awareness Programme, held on 25th September 2024 in the Multipurpose Hall, marked the 

beginning of the road safety initiative at GC Seraj.  Resourse person  from Bramhakumaris 

Ishwariy Vishvvidalaya Mandi and Janjehli  Sister  Kavita and  Sister Brinda with other sisters 

were chief guests in this programme and also faculty members addressed students, highlighting 

the importance of road safety, traffic rules, and accident prevention measures.  Sister Kavita  

delivered her speech on road safety and Rajyoga and a special audio visual serial on road accident 

‘Kadak Sipahi’ was picturied in the programme .  Students were encouraged to engage in 

discussions, and informative videos and presentations were showcased to make the session more 

interactive. 

On 12th December 2024, the Slogan Writing Competition took place in the Conference Hall, 

engaging students in a creative exercise where they expressed their understanding of road safety 

through impactful slogans. Participants came up with thought-provoking and catchy slogans 

emphasizing the need for responsible driving, pedestrian safety, and adherence to traffic rules. 

The best slogans were displayed on notice boards and social media platforms to spread 

awareness. On the same day, an Essay Writing Competition was held in Room No. 404, where 

students wrote on topics such as ‘The Role of Youth in Road Safety,’ ‘Preventing Road Accidents: 

A Collective Responsibility,’ and ‘The Importance of Wearing Helmets and Seatbelts.’ The essays 

were evaluated based on originality, clarity, and the depth of understanding of road safety issues. 



  

The Quiz Competition, conducted on 13th December 2024 in the Conference Hall, tested students’ 

knowledge of traffic rules, road signs, and safety measures. Teams competed in multiple rounds, 

answering questions related to real-life traffic scenarios, legal aspects of road safety, and 

emergency response actions. The competition created enthusiasm among students and 

encouraged them to be more aware of road safety protocols. 

On 4th  March 2025, the Poster Making Competition was held in the Conference Hall, allowing 

students to showcase their artistic talents by creating visually impactful posters on road safety 

themes such as ‘Say No to Drunk Driving,’ ‘Speed Thrills but Kills,’ and ‘Follow Traffic Rules, Save 

Lives.’ The best posters were displayed around the campus to reinforce road safety messages. On 

the same day, a Painting Competition took place in the Library, where students used painting as a 

medium to express their ideas about road safety. Through their artwork, participants depicted 

various aspects of traffic safety, accident prevention, and responsible road behavior, providing a 

platform for students to creatively communicate the importance of road safety. 

To make road safety awareness more engaging, a Jingle/Solo Song Competition was held on 5th  

March 2025 in the Multipurpose Hall. Students composed and performed catchy jingles and songs 

that highlighted the significance of following road safety measures. The event was well-received, 

as music proved to be an effective way to communicate serious messages in an entertaining 

manner. On the same day, a Declamation Competition was conducted in the Multipurpose Hall, 

where students delivered powerful speeches on road safety topics, emphasizing the need for strict 

adherence to traffic rules. The participants expressed their views passionately, inspiring the 

audience to be more responsible citizens and contribute to making roads safer for everyone. 
An Interaction Programme was also held on 5th  March 2025 in the Multipurpose Hall, where 

students had the opportunity to engage in discussions with traffic police officers and road safety 

experts. The session covered various aspects of road safety, including accident prevention 

strategies, the importance of emergency response, and the role of law enforcement in ensuring 

road discipline. The interactive format allowed students to ask questions and share their 

perspectives. Concluding the road safety campaign. Prize distribution function was orgainsed on 

the same day . an Awareness Rally was organized on the same day, where students, faculty, and 

local authorities participated. Carrying banners and placards with road safety messages, the 



  

participants marched through key areas of the campus and nearby streets, spreading awareness 

among pedestrians and drivers.
